HOW TO ENTER:

1. Get a group of friends or classmates to sign up as a team or as an individual.

2. Complete this entry & waiver form and submit it to the Campus Recreation Office.

3. Check the bulletin boards every Wednesday afternoon for game dates and times.

CAPTAIN'S DUTIES:

1. Ensure entry & waiver form is completed and submitted.

2. Attend captains' meeting or ensure an alternate attends.

3. Collect and submit performance bond at the Captains' Meeting.

4. Notify team members of all rules, game times, schedule changes and policies and procedures.

5. Sign out the equipment for your team.

6. Sign your team name and players' names on the game sheet at the start of the game.

7. Each team member must sign the waiver form prior to their first league game.

OFFICIALS TRAINING CLINIC:

Student Officials are needed for each league activity. Pay scale ranges from $7-$8 per game.

Basketball 5 on 5 Rules

Game: 
Two 15-minute halves, running time. Teams shall be notified at the two-minute mark of each half.

Team: 
5 players. Minimum number of players to start a game is 4. Pinnies are available from the Equipment Office and MUST be worn. They should be signed out by the captain.

Time Outs: 
One 30 second time out per half is allowed for each team.

Substitutions may only occur when the ball is dead.

Foul shots are awarded on technicals and when contacting the shooter in the act of shooting. All other fouls are taken at the side, opposite the infraction, by the opposition.

The ball must be moved over the centerline within 10 seconds. Over and back infractions at the centerline will be called. Obvious travelling, 
3 seconds in the key and double dribbling will be called.

Players are ejected upon accumulation of 5 personal fouls 
or 2 technicals. Technicals are NOT counted as personals.

NOTE: Each team must supply 1 player to officiate the game if no official is present. 
DEFAULT: Game score for defaulted games will be 10-0 and their team will lose $10 of their bond.

PERFORMANCE BOND: Each team, upon registration, MUST submit a $20 performance bond to the Coordinator. The bond is refundable should the team meet all the requirements found in the COMMON LEAUE PROCEDURES section of the Captain's Handbook.
