HOW TO ENTER:

1. Get a group of friends or classmates to sign up as a team or as an individual.

2. Complete this entry & waiver form and submit it to the Campus Recreation Office.

3. Check the bulletin boards every Wednesday afternoon for game dates and times.

CAPTAIN'S DUTIES:

1. Ensure entry & waiver form is completed and submitted.

2. Attend captains' meeting or ensure an alternate attends.

3. Collect and submit performance bond at the Captains' Meeting.

4. Notify team members of all rules, game times, schedule changes and policies and procedures.

5. Sign out the equipment for your team.

6. Sign your team name and players' names on the game sheet at the start of the game.

7. Each team member must sign the waiver form prior to the start of their first league game.

OFFICIALS TRAINING CLINIC:

Student Officials are needed for each league activity. Pay scale ranges from $7-$8 per game.


INDOOR CO-ED CRICKET RULES

Spare players from both teams are to act as SCORERS and keep the team and individual total on the scoreboard
2 umpires will umpire the game from behind the bowler’s wicket and from square of the batter’s wicket. 

Players waiting to bat will sit in the bleachers. 

· Two teams, each with a maximum of 6 players on the field at a time (10 players per team max).  (The composition of the team may include any number of male and female players, to a maximum of 6 players on the field at a time.)

· 45 mins per game  The official will announce the last batter

· Each inning consists of 6 overs = 36 pitches

· Each bowler is allowed to bowl a max of 2 overs not bowled consecutively (minimum of 3 bowlers per inning)

· Proper athletic attire must be worn, black sole marking athletic shoes are not permitted.

· Each batter is allowed to score a maximum of 30 runs per at bat

· batters bat in pairs, each pair receives 12 pitches per at bat

· In the case that one batter is out before the other player, he/she is entitled to the rest of the pitches up to the 12, player who is out is required to run and can be out, in that case that pair is out. 

· No equipment is required.The ball will be a tennis ball covered in a leather.

INDOOR CO-ED CRICKET RULES
Outs

· Any ball that hits the ceiling or anything hanging from the ceiling will result in an automatic out plus 2 runs for the opposing team. 
· Pop fly – balls can be caught off any wall and is an out bowled

· Run out

· Stumped

· Leg before wicket – only in intermediate games 

Scoring

· Wide = 2 runs are rewarded, no extra pitch except in the last over. No bowl = 2 runs are rewarded, no extra pitch except in the last over 
· 1 run if batters complete a run successfully

· 1 run = walls to the left, right, and back of batter

· 2 runs = walls to the front left and right side of the batter

· 2 runs = ball hits ceiling and is declared an out.

· 4 runs = front wall

· 6 runs = front wall above the line
